T&T “Bring a Friend” Options
Book One, Discovery 5:7, requires clubbers to bring two friends to club. However, we know that this is difficult for some. We don’t want to list options in the handbook, but we do want to give you, the leaders, options — for those kids who have sincerely tried but are not able to find friends who can come to club. 

· Invite five friends — ask them to sign a paper saying they've been asked. Give the paper to your leader. 

· Do an outreach project such as going to a nursing home to visit or sending cards to the residents.

· Write a letter to a friend explaining what Awana is; give a simple salvation message and an invitation to club. Your leader should read the letter and send it to the friend. 

· Visit new or absentee clubbers two or three times with your leaders (or a parent).

· Memorize extra verses. 

· Clubbers can bring two friends to your church Christmas or Easter program.

· Clubbers can wear their Awana uniform to school. They must bring a note from their teacher, verifying that they did so. 
· Clubbers hand out tracts from packs made at church. The pack includes instructions and a form for parents to fill out explaining where and to whom the tracts were given.
· Clubbers, accompanied by a parent or leader, hang Awana door hangers on houses around the neighborhood. 
· Clubbers hand out 25 flyers inviting visitors to a special Awana night. Parents sign a form to confirm that the clubber completed the assignment.
