Awana Handbook Time Listeners

Definition:
Listeners are responsible for making sure kids have successfully memorized verses in
handbook sections.

Club Time: Wednesdays 6:30 -8:00

Qualifications:
Must be a believer
Must be a member of our church (whatever your church requires)
Complete child protection training & clearance

Procedure:
Handbook time leaders will send children who are ready to recite verses to
listeners.
The child will tell the listener what sections they are prepared to recite, hand the
book to the listener, and begin.
Listener will listen to child recite verses from handbook and help them to
understand the meaning of the verses.
Once sections are completed, the listener should sign the child’s handbook in the
sections completed and report back to the handbook time leader the sections
that were successfully completed.

Guidelines:
A section must be completed in its entirety with no more than 2 helps per section
— a help may be two or three words for SPARKS and one or two words for Truth
& Training

Sections must be completed in order they appear in book.
