TREK OVERVIEW
Each year is divided into two studies. Compass Points and Bible Studies are coordinated by a central theme.  Compass Points are written for the student who has little or no church background.  Bible Studies dig deeper into the subject.

BILLBOARD SERIES (2006-2007)
1.  Students learn about God’s love, Christ’s sacrifice and “my” life.  Students study the Israelites and the trek they took from Egypt to the Promised Land. 
2. Recently we asked more than 4,000 clubbers and teens to give us their biggest question about God and the Bible.  This second part of the year centers on twelve of the most common questions given to us by junior high students.

ROADSIGN SERIES

1. Students start the year with a Bible survey. Students travel from Genesis to Revelation, learning about each book along the way.

2. The Christian life is made up of trials, temptations and tough times.  No one escapes.  How does a student respond when life comes crashing down around them?
This study helps them prepare for those roadblocks.
